“We are excited about working with the Church 

of Jesus Christ in Madagascar (FJKM) in its 
ministries of healing and hope,” write Dan and 
Elizabeth Turk, who were reappointed in the 
summer of the year 2000 to a second three-year 
term as mission specialists in Madagascar. 

The Turks were invited to serve in Madagascar 
through FJKM’s development branch, within which 
are departments of health, environment, agriculture 
and safe drinking water. The FJKM believes that a 
Christian witness should include ministry both to 
the physical and spiritual needs of God’s people 
and care for all of God’s creation. Dan and 
Elizabeth work as advisors to FJKM’s environment 
and health departments, respectively. 

Elizabeth helps the staff of the FJKM health 
department design and implement a community 
health program. The program works with rural 
communities to prevent and treat the major 
illnesses that threaten health: malaria, measles, 
diarrhea and pneumonia. As part of this program, 
34 of the 39 FJKM doctors have received training in 
community health, and more than 150 community 
health volunteers from rural areas are receiving 
training in health education techniques and basic 
health messages. These volunteers teach others in 
their communities how they can prevent and treat 
illnesses before they become life-threatening. 
Elizabeth also advises the family planning program 
and serves on the national AIDS Committee. The 
concern for AIDS awareness and education is a 
major focus of FJKM. 

Dan works with the FJKM environment 
department to help people improve their lives while 
living more in harmony with the creation. With per 
capita income less than $250 per year, many 
Malagasy people have difficulty feeding their 

families. Less than 25 per cent of the country &  
native forests remain today, the majority having 
been converted to grasslands. The cutting of 
native trees for fuel wood and to clear fields for 
agriculture continues to threaten the island’s 
unique animals and the more than 8,000 plants 
found only in Madagascar. FJKM has responded 
by helping people plant trees for fuel wood and 
construction wood, by promoting environmental 
awareness in primary schools and rural 
communities and by encouraging more intensive 
agriculture through growing fruit trees and off-
season crops. Dan is especially involved in efforts 
to plant fruit trees and native trees. 

Dan and Elizabeth are members of West 
Raleigh Presbyterian Church in North Carolina. 
They have a son, Robert, and a daughter, 
Frances. 

 
 

Luke’s Ministry Message 
Food Allergy 

Food allergies occur when your immune 
system makes a mistake. 

Normally, your immune system protects you 
from germs and disease.  It does this by making 
antibodies that help fight off bacteria, viruses and 
other tiny organisms that can make you sick. 
However, if you have a food allergy, your immune 
system mistakenly treats something in a certain 
food as if it is dangerous to you. 

The same sort of thing happens with any 
allergy, whether it is a medicine (like Penicillin), 
pollen in the air (from flowers or trees) or a food 
like peanuts.  The substance in itself is not 
harmful, but the way the body reacts certainly is. 

Antibodies mistakenly produced by the body 
cause mast cells (a type of immune system cell in 
the body) to release chemicals into the 
bloodstream.  One of these chemicals is 
Histamine. 

Histamine then causes symptoms that affect a 
person’s eyes, nose, throat, respiratory system, 
skin and digestive system.  It can be a mild 
reaction to a more severe reaction called 
Anaphylaxis, which produces several problems 
occurring one time.  People at risk for this kind of 
reaction have to be very careful and need a plan 
for handling emergencies, when they might need 
to get special medicine to stop these symptoms 
from getting worse. 

Some doctors believe allergies could be 
hereditary, which means that if your parent or 
other close relative has certain allergies like hay 
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fever, you are more likely to develop the same 
allergies. 

Some people are born allergic to certain foods 
or develop food allergies over time.  This may be 
due to someone’s surroundings or changes in the 
body as they grow older. 

These foods cause the most food allergies: 
1. peanuts and other nuts 
2. seafood, such as shrimp 
3. milk, particularly cow’s milk 
4. eggs 
5. soy 
6. wheat 

Signs of an allergic reaction include: 
·  runny nose 
·  itchy skin such as hives or tingling in 

 the tongue or lips 
·  tightness in the throat 
·  hoarse voice 
·  wheezing 
·  nausea 
·  vomiting 
·  stomach pain 

There is no cure for food allergies, but there are 
treatment options that can be prescribed by a 
physician. 

Treatment consists of: 
1. avoiding food or forms of food that cause 

reaction 
2. carrying an auto injector of Epinephrine to 

use in case of reaction 
3. wear medical identification 
4. develop an emergency action plan with 

physician input 
5. total avoidance of any allergy causing 

substances 
6. allergy testing and treatment medically 

prescribed 
Many Americans demonstrate allergy with at 

least two million of them being children.  Many 
children outgrow allergies to milk and eggs as they 
grow older.  Severe allergies to foods like peanuts, 
certain kinds of fish and shrimp often last a lifetime.  
Today, so many people have allergies, that 
companies have created many good substitutes; 
everything from dairy free mashed potatoes to 
wheat free chocolate chunk cookies. 

 
 

Labor of Love 
During Labor Day weekend worship, many 

congregations bless members of various 
occupations. From painting to parenting, from truck 

driving to teaching, from farming to pharmaceutical 
research, work is honored as holy. 

Some might believe that certain jobs — pastor, 
missionary, bishop — are holier than others. But in 
his classic book, The Practice of the Presence of 
God, Brother Lawrence tells of performing even 
the most common, tedious tasks as holy service to 
God: “I turn the cake that is frying on the pan for 
love of [God],” he wrote. “It is enough for me to 
pick up but a straw from the ground for the love of 
God.” 

No matter your field of work, remember that 
any task done in God’s name and to His glory is 
holy.

Home Communion 
Holy Communion is an important 

part of Christian worship. This church 
celebrates Communion on the first 
Sunday of every month. This first 
Sunday is traditionally the highest 
attended Sunday of the month. As 

Presbyterians, we offer Communion to all who 
believe in the Lord Jesus Christ and have put their 
faith in Him. 

For our members who are unable to attend 
because they are ill or unable to get out of their 
homes, we offer Home Communion. Home 
Communion is brought by the pastor who officiates 
the celebration for the member. Unfortunately, with 
the long list of individuals who need home 
Communion, and the busyness of the pastor's 
schedules, Home Communion is not brought often 
enough to those who need it. 

During the time when pastor Rich will be on 
sabbatical, the church will try to bring Home 
Communion on a more regular basis using our 
Visitation Ministry Team. This team will not 
officiate Communion but will bring the elements 
from the table on the Sundays in which it is 
blessed by the pastor.
